week. B) A written request for withdrawn is required.  C) Special situations will be considered on 
an individual base; a written request and appropriate proof will be required.  The refund amount 
will be prorated. 

3. Switching class:  Student who wishes to switch the class should submit a written request to 
the  board  stating  the  reasons  (or  have  the  parent  to  do  so)  within  the  first  4  weeks  of  the 
academic year.  No request will be accepted after 4th week.  It is the board, not the teacher, who 
will make the decision to approve or deny the request.  A qualifying exam may be required.  The 
student can attend the requested class only after the request is approved by the board.
